From Taos:
Take U.S. 84/285 south.
On 84/285 stay right and follow signs for

Turn left on Alameda.
After approximately 2 1/2 miles Alameda 
will curve right and become Camino Cabra.
At the top of the hill, past Los Miradores, 
turn left at Camino Cruz Blanca.
